General settings

The page size of the abstract is 17 x 24cm and margins of 2cm on all sides. The font used throughout the abstract is Times New Roman and single line spacing. The total abstract should be no more than 1 page long. Abstracts which are longer than 1

 page will not be accepted. Please do not use headers or footers or footnotes and do not number pages. Please submit your abstract to SEFI2009@tudelft.nl in word- 2003 or rtf- format. We regret we cannot accept pdf-files for abstracts.
Headers

If using this template, please use provided styles and formatting. If you do not use this template please follow the instructions below: the title of your abstract should be bold, centered and in 16pt. Leave 2 blank lines and then type the author’s names. In bold, italic, centered and 12pt. Again leave a line blank and type the affiliations. If there are multiple affiliations please mark each name and affiliation with corresponding numbers in superscript (See the above example). All affiliations must be centered, and in 10.5pt  Again leave 2 blank lines and start your abstract. If you use headings in your abstract the first level heading should be 12 pts, bold, in Smallcaps and left justified, the second level of headers should be bold ,12 pts, and left justified. There no should be no lines left between a heading and the paragraph and each paragraph should be followed by a blank line. Section headings in the abstract should not be numbered
Figures, Table and lists
If any figures or tables are inserted they must be centered. Fonts in tables must be no larger than 10pt. Each figure or table must be numbered and have a caption below the figure or table. The caption should be centered and in 10pt. Each table and figure should have a line left blank before and after. Please avoid a table over a page break.
